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Annual Report

2022-2023

I am very happy to present before you a brief annual report of our NCWEB Centre of Sri Guru
Gobind Singh College of Commerce for the academic year 2022-23. The total strength of
students at the centre is 1,350. The college always encourages its students to achieve
excellence in studies and organises co-curricular activities for an overall development of its
students. I am very proud to announce that students of our centre of the 2022 batch, Mannu
Garg from B.Com Prog. and Shweta Chaudhary from B.A. Prog. got first position and Anshita
Goel got second position among the 26 centres run by the Non-Collegiate Women’s
Education Board at various colleges of the University of Delhi. Overall, in all the classes more
that 50 % of the students scored more than 7 CGPA in their academie performance. With a
pass percentage of 85%. students have been promoted to the next level of their
undergraduate studies. One of our students from batch 2022, Ms. Aditi, was selected at an
international stage to speak at the UK Parliament on environmental issues. She was selected
through a research project on environment issues submitted to Ministry of Forest,
Government of India.

Other than academic exeellence our students and staff participated in many extracurricular
activities and brought laurels for the ecollege. NCWEB, in association with National
Commission for Women, organized 5th Poshan Mah Competition in September 2022 where
our faculty member Mr. Dinesh Kumar from History Department, grabbed first position in
Healthy Recipe making competition and our students Ms. Divyanshi and Ms. Lovely stood
third in educational presentation on importance of healthy food. Our students Ms. Prerna
and Ms. Akanksha grabbed second position, Ms. Rukhsar Khatoon got third position in inter-
centre collage making competition on Taste of India organized by the NCWEB centre of
Maitryi College. Our first-year students grabbed seven second and third positions in various
sports competitions like Kho-Kho, Yoga, Tug of War, ete. at the Inter-ecentre Sports
Competition organized by the NCWEB Centre of Sri Aurbindo College. Our third-year student
Ms. Vaishnavi stood first in Classical Dance Competition at Kirori Mal College, University of
Delhi.

The centre always strives to organize encouraging and educational sessions for its students
from time to time. In December 2022 the centre organized a Career Counselling Session in
association with Uprise Together Foundation for its third-year students. Dr. Sanjay Singh
Baghel, Professor at University of Delhi and Dr. Harmeet Singh, Director of Department of
Pharmacology, Lady Hardinge Medical College, Delhi were the guest speakers of this session.
